EU Skills Abrasive Wheels (AW01)

Abrasive wheels are integral to many types of construction work. Suitable abrasive wheel safety training is
imperative for those working with and around such equipment. According to HSE, training courses offered
by a number of organisations generally provide a certificate of attendance for the training but do not
include a formal practical assessment using the equipment. This is where the EU Skills Scheme differs from
some other courses available.

Our Abrasive Wheels course follows the EU Skills scheme which requires all trainees have a formal written
and practical assessment demonstrating knowledge and safe use of the equipment as a requirement for
completion, allowing delegates to gain the right skills for not just selecting and mounting abrasive wheels
but also the safe operation of the equipment.
